The men and women rallied
in the final eight games of the 64 game baker tournament to take the fourth spot in their respected
divisions. CCSJ men and women's bowling programs also earned 13 USBC Academic All-
Americans—five members from the men's team and eight from the women's team.

The men have qualified for
the national tournament each of their first three seasons as a team, while the ladies have qualified
the last two years of their three years as a program.
